(WHO) and UNICEF on the use of
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protective masks for children with disabilities, a risk-based approach
should be taken in deciding whether to use masks for children aged six
fo eleven, including the child's ability fo use the mask properly and the
availability of appropriate adult supervision, as well as the potential
impact of mask use on children's learning and psychosocial
development. Furthermore, in children of any age with developmental
disorders, disabilities or other special health conditions that may interact
with the use of a mask, the use of a mask should not be mandatory but
should be evaluated on a case-by-case basis by the educator or
physician.

In relatfion to children with hearing impairments, the use of a mask may
affect their participation in the learning process, due to the weakened
fone of speech that results from the use of a mask by the speaker, the
inability to read and monitor expressions of speaker's face, as well as
because of the physical distancing. As alternatives in these cases, could
be specially adapted transparent masks that do not interfere with lip-
reading or face shields.

As the Ministry's decision did not include measures for reasonable
accommodations to meet the needs of children with disabilities or any
provision for their different treatment, the use of masks would result
unequal tfreatment for children with disabilities compared to other
children, due to the deprivation of their right to education on an equal
footing with other children on their age, as the mask would hinder their
access fo learning on an equal base with others.

The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports and Youth, in consultation with
the Ministry of Health, were called upon to reconsider the use of
alternative forms of protection by children with disabilities while
attending school, such as fransparent masks or protective shields, as well
as by teachers and/or their classmates, when and where necessary,
based on the recommendations of WHO and UNICEF and, in
cooperation with the parents and/or representative organizations of
parents of children with disabilities, to find a final solution to the issue that
had arisen.

Report of the Commissioner for Administration and the Protection
of Human Rights (Ombudsman), within the framework of her
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jurisdiction as National Preventive Mechanism (NPM), regarding
visit dated 15 September 2020, at Athalassa Psychiatric Hospital

The purpose of the visit was, among
other things, to defermine the
sifuation at the Athalassa Hospital in
view of the pandemic, as relevant
complaints of mental health nurses
serving at the Hospital concerned (q)
understaffing and absence of a
Pathologist, (b) overcrowding of cells
with patients and discharge before
the end of their freatment, due to lack of beds (c) non-observance of
health profocols in relation to the prevention of transmission of the
COVID-19 virus, as the newly admitted patients were placed in pairs in
the same room before the results of diagnostic tests for COVID-19 were
announced, resulting in a risk of spreading the virus if one of the two
patients is ultimately positive for the virus.

Based on the findings and findings of the site visit, the following
suggestions were made:

Overcrowding: The presence of addifional beds in specific wards is not
fully in line with the required space for each patient as defined by
international standards and this problem cannot be freated differently in
the existing buildings of the Hospital, except with the construction of the
new building.

Patients with dual diagnoses: They constitute the largest percentage of
hospital admissions and the resolution of the issue will be addressed with
the construction of the new building. Therefore, the urgent need for strict
and without exceptions to meet the fimelines set for the construction of
the new building and/or the acceleration of the start of consfruction
work was clearly emphasized.

Availability of Medicines: Although there are funds for their supply from

pharmacies in the private sector, suggestions were made to review the
existing framework for their provision with concise procedures by the
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Pharmaceutical Services and for the permanent presence of a
Pharmacist at the Hospital.

Staffing: Actions to meet the staffing needs of the Hospital should be
promoted as soon as possible. The provision of the necessary staff for the
Hospital, will contribute to the most adequate and quality service of the
guests/patients, such as their direct access to doctor and medical care
at any time, as well as the possibility of accompanying them for
courtyard purposes and exercise outside, for at least one hour a day.

Building facilities and entertainment: In addition to the construction of
the new building, to reconsider the issue of the decoration of the existing
buildings, in the context of the ongoing renovation, possibly with murals/
painfings, to place new media and games of activity, if such as to re-
establish the program for the entertainment of the guests/patients, both
inside and, when it is possible and the health conditions allow if, outside
the hospital.

Patient rights form: To expedite its updating and franslation infto
languages other than Greek, so that it is provided to patients upon their
admission fo the Hospital.

their partners because of provisions aimed at stopping the spread of the
coronavirus, the Commissioner said that the blanket ban had no basis

on the principle of proportionality "which stipulates that the measure
should be proportionate to the purpose.”

The problem lies with Cyprus’ classification of counfries according to
their epidemiological profile. People coming from category A counftries
are permitted enfry without displaying a recent negative Covid test.
Those from category B need to present a clean bill of health from
coronavirus before boarding a plane. Travellers from category C
countries are banned apart from certain exceptions. Individuals who do
not belong in Category A or B countries and want to come to the island
may apply for a special permit, which is granted by a special
committee set up by the relevant Ministry. Applicants must be Cypriot
nationals or residents, relatives of a legal resident, or a spouse.

The rule ignores altogether people in relationships or those who choose
not fo marry — a rising trend in recent years.

“The general exclusion of individuals without an evaluation of each case
individually fo determine whether approval or rejection of the request of
reunion of individuals in a stable relationship is justified ... has no basis on
the principle of proportionality,” the report said, stressing that the need
for measures to fight the virus was undisputable.

The Commissioner for Administration and the Protection of Human Rights
(Cyprus Ombudsman) recommended to the Ministries of Health and
Foreign Affairs to examine whether the exempftions included in the
quarantine decree can be extended to include partners with in duly
aftested relationships.

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The purpose of the visit was, on the

one hand, to verify the course of

implementation of the
d§ Commissioner's previous
8 recommendations, and, on the
other hand, to closely determine the
material living conditions of the
I people residing at the Center and
whether they were in line with
infernational and infernational
standards. human rights and their fundamental freedomes.
The Center was found to be suffocating and the overpopulation
inevitably had an impact on its residents and the full enjoyment of their
human rights.
The following suggestions were submitted to the Ministers of Interior and
Health:

Immediate granting of an exit permit from the Center to the

residents who met the relevant conditions to leave.

* Immediate arrangement of the transfer outside the Center of
unaccompanied minors who were ready to be transferred to
other structures but due to the Decree were still accommodated
in the Center

* Ensuring a safe zone for those unaccompanied minors who were
in quarantine areas.

* Immediate assessment of the needs of all residents of the
Center who belonged to vulnerable groups, along with
unaccompanied minors, for their immediate transfer to
appropriate structures outside the Center, as well as conducting
preliminary medical screening upon entry to the Center.

* Accelerate the actions for the operation of a second specially
designed quarantine area (accommodation) outside the
center, where the virus-positive people living in the Center will be
fransferred.

* All the residents who complete 14 days in a quarantine area
and are negative for the virus, to be transported directly out of
quarantine and specifically to the main area of the Center

* Immediate completion of the actions for the uninterrupted
supply of electricity in all areas of the Center.

* Replacement, within the next days, of the tents with the already

existing but unassembled prefabricated houses and

implementation of the required landscaping works.
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Increase the number of sanitary facilities, especially in
quarantine / isolafion areas and solve the problem of
uninterrupted hot water supply.

Need for daily presence of a doctor and the increase of the
number of nurses in the Center, as well as for the solution of the
problems that were observed with the shortages in the
availability of medicines and in the delay of the issuance of the
Health Cards fo the residents.
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
